The Romanian partner will be GEOECOMAR - National Institute for Marine Geology and Geoecology, a research-development institute. 
In recent years the Institute has started studies and analysis connected with the greenhouse emissions in Romania as well as the possibility of geological storage of CO2. GeoEcoMar became a member of EneRG (European Network for Research in Geo-Energy) in 2002 and adhered to CO2Net in 2006. Scientists from GeoEcoMar were and are actively participating in FP projects: CASTOR, as subcontractors, EU Geocapacity and CO2 Net East as well as in FENCO-ERA project: Impact of communication. To boost the activity in this field in 2007 a CO2 Club was established. Scientists from GeoEcoMar have a large experience in disseminating CCS knowledge in Romania, are involved with our institute, ISPE, in preparing a local CCS demonstration project by assessing potential storage sites and provide the geological expertise for the implementation of EU Directive on CO2 geological storage in Romania.

	Background and issues tackled through this project: 
	IMPLEMENTING AN INNOVATIVE AND CLEAN TECHNOLOGY 
The Romanian Government through the Ministry of Economy, Trade and the Business Environment (METBE) has the intention to submit a CCS project proposal to NER 300 call for proposal. 

In order to implement successfully the future Romanian CCS Demo Project, we have to meet all stakeholders’ targets, anticipate, mitigate and manage non-technical risks, thus accelerating the deployment of large scale CCS projects at EU level. For this purpose we will create and implement a communication strategy. 
A very important part of this CCS Communication Strategy will be the learning process. 
The INTERREG FINANCING PROGRAM will help us develop and implement this learning process, aiming to better understand, to be engage, accept and contribute to the implementation of a new carbon neutral technology in Romania.

Key stakeholders will be involved in the decisional process in early stages of the project (FS, FEED, EPC, commissioning), up to monitoring during operation, closure and post-closure periods. 

Knowledge generated and lessons learned will be attentively selected and transformed into key messages - clear, complete (with all risks involved) and transparent. 

Capacity building programs will be developed at institutional level, in partnership with developed European regions. 

Opportunities will be created at institutional level for know-how transfer, lessons learned and success stories in the field of technical and non-technical risks assessment and management, legislative framework and regulatory issues – knowledge shared by regions with CCS history. 

Study visits could be organised to CCS facilities in operation. 

A recruited and well trained communication network will facilitate, at rural and urban level, the multi-directional dialogue with stakeholders, in order to create trusted relations through customized practices for each public, to better understand, positively accept and contribute. Thus we will be able to anticipate, mitigate and manage non-technical risks.

The ISSeP (Public Scientific Institute for Wallonia – Belgium) has entered a project idea in the 4th call of INTERREG 4C. 
Our Project Idea, called “ISOPOSE” enters in the 2nd Priority and is in the field of waterways sediments management. At present, we have defined our project idea in the sub-theme Water Management (but could define it in the sub-theme of Waste Management according to other partners competences).

We are looking for Regional/Local public authorities who would be interested in establishing a partnership around this proposal. Of course, the exact description of the project would be redirected according to participating institutions and their competences.

Project name: ISOPOSE

Lead partner: 

Issues tacled by projects: Maintenance of waterways is of major concern for local and regional authorities. Sediments from soil erosion and particles originating from human activities enter and settle in the bed of rivers and canals, bringing with them contaminants. The capacity of water retention during intense rainfall events, the navigability and the water quality are consequently threatened. Maintain navigability of waterways is very important for transport of goods and river tourism. 
Main objectives of project: Exchanges about the legislations concerning waterways sediments management and their harmonization is the main objective of the project. The partners would exchange about the legislation applying in their respective countries and propose a POLICY RECOMMANDATION PAPER. This policy recommandation paper would put emphasize on policies harmonization. It would be presented at the end of the project during a closing conference. A project's WEBSITE would be created where interested parties will find all relevant information (news, eventual seminar, etc). 

Main expected outputs and results: Experiences would be shared through exchange visits between partners and through joint thematic seminars. The partners would first acquire a good knowledge of the legislative contexts prevailing in the partners countries involved. Partners would compare existing legislation and propose solutions for harmonizing legislative framework. The resulting policy recommandations paper would be brought to public knowledge during a closing conference. Communication to the public will be seeked to raise population's awareness of the interests and problems of waterways. This will be achieved through the publication of a brochure in each participating country, newsletters to bodies registrated on the project's website, organisation of press conferences and a closing conference. The project's website would be created to inform interested parties of site's visits, events, newsletters, etc.

CYPR 
Municipality of Pegeia in Cyprus (www.pegeiamunicipality.com) is preparing a Regional Initiative proposal under the 4th call of Interreg IVC.
The proposal is under Priority 2 sub-theme ‘Biodiversity & preservation of natural heritage incl. Air Quality’. The proposal addresses the theme of Air Quality in European cities, incorporating the exchange of experiences and good practices on addressing Air Pollution, but also the development of a Policy Plan, Action Plan and Implementation Plan to tackle the problem and influence policy-making and policy direction on the subject.

Below a small Abstract detailing the reasoning behind this proposal, which is still a work in progress.

PACT (Policy plan for Air quality in Cities and Towns)
Air pollution has adverse impacts on the environment, the quality of life of citizens, and –indirectly- on the economy because of its effect on human health (as has been associated with respiratory diseases such as asthma, irritations, allergies, damage to the nervous and digestive systems). The EU has set targets on air pollution, within the framework of the Sixth Environmental Action Program, the Clean Air for Europe (CAFÉ) Initiative, and the Directive on ambient air quality and cleaner air for Europe, COM (2005) 447. The Directive sets specific targets and deadlines for compliance by member states. Several member states, however, fail to meet targets on reducing air pollutants. Recently, the European Commission urged Cyprus, Italy, Portugal and Spain to comply with EU air quality limit values for airborne particles known as PM10. These Member States have so far failed to effectively tackle excess emissions of PM10. Greater initiative needs to be taken on air quality policies at local and regional level, as will be the focus of this project.

European legislation on air quality is built on certain principles. The first of these is that the Member States divide their territory into a number of zones and agglomerations. In these zones and agglomerations, the Member States should undertake assessments of air pollution levels using measurements and modelling and other empirical techniques. Where levels are elevated, the Member States should prepare an air quality plan or programme to ensure compliance with the limit value before the date when the limit value formally enters into force. In addition, information on air quality should be disseminated to the public.

The project will take a practical approach whereby each city will focus on targets of reducing specific air pollutants(Fine articles (PM2.5), Sulphur dioxide (SO2), Nitrogen dioxide (NO2), PM10, Lead (Pb), Carbon monoxide (CO), Benzene, Ozone, Arsenic (As), Cadmium (Cd), Nickel (Ni), Polycyclic Aromatic, Hydrocarbons). Each city will compile an Action Plan and set specific targets in line with EU acquis, focusing on the most rampant pollutants in each region. The action plan will incorporate a study on practical steps that each local authority can take to attain measurable results, taking into account past projects on the subject and good practices guide.

Main Activities Planned:

· Awareness raising on impacts of air pollution

· Compilation of Action Plan

· Exchange of experiences and good practices

· Study/ compilation of practical steps taking into account expert opinion and good practices

· Extensive dissemination of activities through website and partners’ website

· Partner implementation plan
