· A sustainable network across European maritime regions dedicated to preserve and exploit the maritime heritage.

· A good practice for online historical content widely accessible and conforming to principles of universal design to enable mobile access and people with disabilities to participate.

· A showcase for use of the area of maritime cultural heritage for teaching.

The expected results include:

· A better understanding among policy makers of the merits and the pitfalls of previous regional policies, and of the supporting European policies.

· More effective policies to preserve and to collect to the maritime cultural heritage both in a region and in regional collaborations.
