CLUE Project Summary
The project idea Climate Neutral Urban Districts in Europe (CLUE) aims to find best practices regarding urban development policy for reaching climate neutral urban districts. A climate neutral urban district is a district that uses innovative new technology and building techniques to reduce the carbon footprint. Best practices identified within the project will be used as reference points for European cities and regions. On the base of identified best practices the CLUE will develop practical guidelines and be an arena for discussing and exchanging relevant experiences, innovations and strategies. The project partnership involves local, regional and university actors from various European countries, who are proactive in the development of climate neutral urban districts.

The overall objective is:
The objective of the CLUE local and regional development project is increased regional capacity in policy development to facilitate implementation and assessment of new solutions and technologies to support low carbon economy in urban areas. Furthermore a shared perception on Climate Neutral Urban Districts in the partnership is a project aim.
Sub-objectives of the CLUE-project
· To identify best practices on improving local and regional development policies to achieve climate neutral urban districts.

· Identification and assessment of tools and methods for measuring, reporting, monitoring and assessing different technologies, systems and solutions for the development of climate neutral urban districts.
To achieve this, we aim to develop the relation between urban development policy and climate mitigation measures. To meet these objectives the CLUE project will explore best practices in planning and implementation of systems, solutions and technologies for climate neutral urban districts. Also, the projects university partners will explore methods for measuring, monitoring, reporting, verifying and assessing climate mitigating efforts. 
This will in affect increase the cities’ and regions’ capacity in planning with regards to assessment and implementation of new solutions and technologies to support a low-carbon economy in urban areas.
CLUE will deliver:

· International conferences, work meetings and expert workshops to develop and discuss climate neutral urban districts; 

· Best practice guides and policy recommendations on integration of climate aspects in the urban development process; 

· Guidelines for application of tools and methods for measuring, reporting, verifying and assessing climate neutrality technology;

· Implementation plans from all participating regions

CLUE will result in: 

· Shared perception on Climate Neutral Urban Districts among regional and local communities and stakeholders in Europe;

· Increased capacities in implementation and assessment of new solutions and technologies to support a low carbon economy in urban areas through the use of development policies on different governance levels.
Added value of the project
Previous academic work on tools and methods for measuring, reporting, verifying and assessing climate neutrality technology has often concentrated on a single or few aspects of climate neutrality. One innovative side of CLUE is the examination and evaluation of the latest cutting-edge system solutions for achieving climate neutral or even climate positive urban districts. In this manner the project aims to achieve a benchmarking standard for climate neutral districts which does not exist today. The transferral of that knowledge into local and regional policies is indeed a vital part in this endeavour. 

When reaching the goal above, this will in fact warrant that a common way of working with climate neutral districts has been reached. This common way of working is not evident in contemporary planning policy. A standard for climate neutrality would mean that planners more easily could evaluate and streamline different planning processes.
