Sport Partnership Madrid Sur, is a non -profit organization that was established in 1992 and has as its main objective the promotion and development of sport among the young, their practice and participation in sports competitions.

The Association is governed by the following governing bodies :

The General Assembly is the supreme governing body of the Association and comprises all the full members.

The Board of directors comprises the President , Vice President, Treasurer, Secretary and five members .

The functions of the Board are:

Management, ensuring the fulfillment of its objects.

Create committees and working groups.

Maintain order and discipline and ensure sport behaviour in meetings and in competitions.

This Board of Directors is democratically elected by all the members entitled, by free, equalitarian, direct and secret suffrage.

The purposes of the Association are:

Develop sport activities .

Encourage, promote and disseminate the idea of exercise and sport in general.

Form athletically, in the initial stage to its members.

Participate in federated (official), Municipal and Regional competitions.

The Association is formed from in different sports sections:
Tennis, football, basketball, cycling.
Actually has about 300 students distributed in several sports.

The Association has been involved since its formation, through information, training and sports, social integration and enables spaces for the development of leisure and free time of the residents, especially the younger ones, and those who form part of groups at risk of social exclusion. We are an alternative for the youngest, to the serious problems affecting the district. Our neighbourhood has persons with problems of social exclusion and limited economic resources. The Sports Association takes social integration work for this population offering the possibility of sporting and cultural activities. Thus they are introduced to the sport as an alternative to the serious problems affecting the neighbourhood (school failure, drugs, young delinquency, etc.)


	Aims, Objectives,
and expected results

	Our Football Academy has 16 teams in different categories with a total of 250 children.

Children train two days a week and all teams from the category Prebenjamin participate in sports games in the District tournament.

For our part, we organize the Alevin Football Tournament 7 E- leclerc

Our Tennis Academy has  2 teams in 3rd category and 1 in the 4th category Youth League, organized by the Federación de Tenis Madrileña .

We also organized a Summer Urban camp on  July in which a total of 60 children during 3 weeks, (open to all the neighborhood kids) in which activities are performed Sports ( football, basketball ), cultural (visits to museums ) and playfull ( swimming pool, cinema , workshops)

We have a Biker Club , which was created in 2007. We organized bike ride all Sundays.

We organized The Vallecas Race in March , in which all the categories are involved . The route of the infant category is made in  Sports Facility and the absolute category passes through the streets of our neighborhood Madrid Sur ..

Other activities we do are: school support classes , fitness classes for adults and computing
The priority areas on which we intend to work are:

Democracy, Citizenship, associations, participation in society.
Human rights awareness.
No discrimination, combating racism and xenophobia.

Gender equality, combating gender violence.
