	PROJECT AIM:

Let the citizens know, specially young people the European history of 20th century, and more specifically the historical milestones which are commemorated during this year: First World War, the fall of the Berlin Wall and the enlargement of the EU in 2004, leading these topics towards the achievements obtained in the process of integration and the shared values and rights,

and stimulate the reflection and debate with the purpose of improving citizens’ ability to participate in the European construction project.
SUPPLEMENTARY AIMS:  Multilingualism, Support to the European cultural economy, youngsters as main addressee,  intergenerational , intergroup  and intercultural interaction and dialogue, use of ICT and commemoration of three  European historical milestones in 2014.



	ADDRESSEES:

The participation is open to any European citizen from 14 years old onwards regardless of its place of residence with a quota of 200 people / workshop plus another quota whose limit will depend on the collaboration that we establish with European universities and other educational centers.

	STRUCTURE AND METHOLOGY:

It is a free activity carried out through an intuitive virtual platform, already designed for these kind of virtual clubs.

The activity will be programmed on the basis of the analysis and reflection of a series of historical issues which will be addressed through the reading of a literary piece, chosen for each topic and other electronic and multimedia documents which may complement it. The aim is to develop a playful and attractive activity for the general public, not necessarily informed about these topics,  inviting them to participate.

- The duration will be of 9 months perfoming three clubs, three months long each.

-Each of these quarterly clubs will be organised by one of the partners. 

-Each reading club will consist in different workshops. 

-Each workshop will last one month and will deal with a topic in particular using a recommended book (advisably from the genre of narrative) and other support materials (films, videos, articles, comics, photos, etc. ) 
The topics of each workshop will be specified according with the objectives of the project: the debate will be mainly oriented to the reflection and knowledge of the 20th century European history but the readings will be also debated literarily (this kind of literary debate will be intervened essentially by entertainers).  

-the club will be structured in a forum in which the participation in the debate will be free during the 24 hours, and a weekly chat  of 1 hour,  live and convoked by the entertainer, about an issue in particular.

	LANGUAGES: 

The workshops of the clubs will be conducted always in two languages, the one of the partner’s country and in English. In this way any European citizen will be able to participate in the forum in any of these languages, debate on the topic of the book and contribute to the intergenerational, intergroup  e intercultural dialogue. (For example, the three workshops in Madrid will be in Spanish and English).

	ACTIVITIES AND PRODUCTS:
*  At least three meetings will take place with participants of the reading workshops and other people. In each partner country of the Project at least one meeting will be carried out.

*Products such as videos, documents, newsletter, etc. will be elaborated and later broadcasted by all the means at the disposal of the DG, the Community of Madrid, the Europe Direct Network, the partners of the Project and the Universities and other collaborators
